Grant Win: Regional Trail Placemaking Uses Public Art

Metropolitan Area Planning
Council (MAPC) awarded
Holliston a $10k grant to install
a public art piece to inspire
visitor traffic off the rail trail.
This special grant program
invests in Regional Rail Trail
Placemaking for economic

development and growth.
Towns are leveraging their Rail
Trail by attracting recreational visitors to stop and spend dollars off the
path. Studies show that public art, when strategically placed, can guide
visitors off the rail trail toward businesses. Public art brings a community
together and welcomes newcomers and visitors. MAPC will lead the grant
project this summer with a committee, and hold a workshop to learn how to
initiate future public art projects. An artist and location will be selected, and

the art installation is planned for November.
