Holliston’s Sustainability office focuses on increasing clean energy, reducing 
waste and adapting to climate change impacts. The department collaborates 
with other municipalities, the Commonwealth and other stakeholders to 
implement sustainable, cost-efficient practices that reduce our carbon 
footprint. Holliston has seen an uptick in participation this year.

The Town’s Facebook page, and the Town website, are great ways to follow 
tips and programs. Two programs, the Town’s Electric Aggregation and the 
Commonwealth’s Mass Save, are worth considering as ways to save money and 
reduce your carbon footprint. The Community Choice Power Supply Program 
explains how your electric bill is broken up into two parts - you have to pay 
Eversource for delivery, but you can choose your supplier. This state website 
lists suppliers providing service in Town along with rates. If your electric bill 
lists “Nextera Engysv MA-Town of Holliston” as your supplier, you are already 
part of the Town’s Aggregation program.
